HERE IS WHAT TO EXPECT 

Your application will be sent to the volunteer coordinator for a background check.  She will 
send you an email to the address you provided. 

 Your application will be submitted for a background check and if required fingerprinting. 

You will receive an email from BCU ORCHARDS, asking you to consent to begin the back-
ground check.  (If you don’t see the email, please check your spam box.)     

If you need to complete fingerprints the volunteer coordinator will call you and follow-up 
with an email that includes instructions on how to complete them. 

When we receive preliminary clearance you are eligible to begin training at the meal site. 
Your meal site manager will contact you to setup a time to begin. 

Your onboarding team will schedule a time for you to attend a Meals on Wheels Volunteer 
Training. 
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This process can take up to 3 weeks
